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1 INT: OFFICE. DAY.

ELLIOTT, characters always in capitals, scenes always numbered in order, INT meaning inside. DAY meaning daytime light. Font size always 12, line spacing always single. 

ELLIOTT sits behind a computer desk in a small smart tidy office. 

ELLIOTT

After the scene heading always numbered, comes the scene description.

The character who speaks is centred and the dialogue they speak is indented – not just centred.

Any description is not indented and goes in full lines. And the more description of the scene and the characters the better – if it’s not in the script it will not be in the film.

           ELLIOTT (continued)

Character names preferable should always be in capitals.

Any description means any description of anything objects, people and places.  

2 EXT: STREET. NIGHT.

Please try keep to day and night in scene heading but feel free to be more descriptive on the time in the scene description early morning, pitch black, sunrise etc. 

ELLIOTT paces up and down the streets he used to be allowed to smoke in his office but now he has to smoke outside only he has recently quit smoking so he looks quite strange pacing outside the office. 

ELLIOTT

The rules are pretty basic and I’m not                going to even make a page worth of content without repeating myself.

CUT TO:

3 INT: OFFICE. NIGHT.

The clock reads one am. The office is now a complete mess. A large pill of cigarette ends sits in an ashtray.

ELLIOTT chain smokes, eyes wide open, coffee stained teeth. 

ELLIOTT

Yes, finally more than a page, I did it. 

ELLIOTT quickly tries to smarten himself up as he turns to camera.  

ELLIOTT

Please always number your pages in the bottom right corner. and for anyone using word; to not have a number on your cover page click insert – page numbers – untick show number on first page and then – click format – start – and type in 0. In all honesty that is the first time I have ever worked that out.
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
